For both users' and authors' sake,
the GPL requires that modified versions be marked as changed, so that
their problems will not be attributed erroneously to authors of previous
versions. Some devices are designed to deny users access to install or run
modified versions of the software inside them, although the manufacturer
can do so. This is fundamentally incompatible with the aim of protectin
users' freedom to change the software. The systematic pattern of suc
abuse occurs in the area of products for individuals to use, which is
precisely where it is most unacceptable. Therefore, we have designed
this version of the GPL to prohibit the practice for those products. If such
problems arise substantially in other domains, we stand ready to extend
this provision to those domains in future versions of the GPL, as needed to
protect the freedom of users.

When you use GCC to compile a program, GCC may combine portions

The "Compilation Process" transforms code entirely represented in non-
intermediate languages designed for human-written code, and/or in Java
Virtual Machine byte code, into Target Code. Thus, for example, use
of source code generators and preprocessors need not be considered
part of the Compilation Process, since the Compilation Process can be
understood as starting with the output of the generators or preprocessors.
A Com(g)ilation Process is "Eligible" if it is done usini GCC, alone or with
other GPL-compatible software, or if it is done without using any work
based on GCC. For example, using non-GPL-compatible Software to
oPtimize any GCC intermediate representations would not qualify as an
Eligible Compilation Process.
1. Grant of Additional Permission.
